Boy! Are Thrifty Thursdays ever popular! This is our special haffrice day on the second
Thursday of every month. Sales have usually been well over $200
on Thrifty Thursday, but in May we took in $439; that is moving a
lot of books!

Membership renewal notices were sent out in January, and dues
totaling $1,635 have been received by the end of May. Membershi
cards also went out with the renewals; they provide a $1 credit for
each $10 spent in the bookstore. We are also giving out coupons
visitors in the library who have not yet discovered the bookstore;
the coupons are for $1 off bookstore purchases.

At its March meeting, the Friends Board approved $9,230 to fund
program requests from the library. This included funding for Codjg
STEAM programs, as well as $5,000 for the September 2019 LodiI
Comic Con. And nearly every day, library staff thanks Friends
members for the $11,000 purchase of a new copy machine for the staff area. The hard
work of our volunteers is really making a difference for the library!
